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In the last three months the BTAQ have gained three new members WELCOME
Most of the talk recently has been of the proposed reforms to BoatSafe.
The recent Workshop has shown us that MSQ are intent on having consistency of material delivered, with time frames for each unit, including an increase in the practical time on the training vessel, moving to a timed training and assessment instead of a competency based assessment. All Financial Members would have received an email from BTAQ on 30 / 3 / 2011 advising of the new practical time agreed to by BTOs and BTPs present. This was less than the 30 minutes that MSQ originally wanted.
When the new assessment is finalised and phased in during 2011, all of your present assessment material will become redundant, fortunately MSQ have agreed to supply all the new assessment material, we hope laminated and bound free of charge to BTO’s.

BTAQ have to say the least, bombarded MSQ on behalf of its members, over the last four months regarding the BoatSafe Workbook falling apart. MSQ have advised a reprint has been ordered and workbooks returned will be replaced.
MARINE TEACHERS in SCHOOLS

MSQ AUDIT

The mid term audit in the future will consist of an auditor sitting in on a class.

BLUE CARD

The biggest time hurdle in becoming a BTO or BTP has been the wait for the Blue Card working with children to be issued; MSQ will now process BTO or BTP’s documentation and allow the BTO or BTP to work whilst waiting for the blue card to be issued.

RECORD KEEPING

MSQ are looking at the possibility of lowering the record keeping from 7 years to 3 years.
